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Virtual Endeavor

Endeavor is an annual three-day career exploration program for sophomore and
junior undergraduate students that takes place during winter break. In January 2021,
we celebrated six years of the program virtually with special keynote speaker Pfizer
VP Yolanda Lyle '94, |D’o1. This year, we had a record number of attendees for this
program; nearly 100 alumni volunteers and over 280 students. Typical in-person
programming was successfully replaced with 16 virtual industry career immersions,
alumni panel discussions organized by industry, and interactive exercises such as

case studies and group discussions. Also, the Eagle Exchange facilitated networking
and post-event connections online.
